GRACE Christian School Dance Guidelines

Formal Wear:
Ladies:

e No cleavage.

e Strapless dresses are only appropriate on completely straight
across, well-fitting dresses. Dress slits should be no more than
four (4) inches above the knee.

e Midriffs should be covered (no see-through materials).

¢ No low necklines and plunging backs (no lower than the bottom of
the shoulder blades).

e No tube tops.

e Make-up should not be excessive; must appear natural & modest

e Administration requires that all formal dresses be approved three
(3) days prior to the event. This includes outside guests.

e Modesty is the governing rule.

Gentlemen:

e Young men are reminded that for a formal or semi-formal
occasion, the appropriate attire must include dress slacks (no
jeans), dress shirt, tie, jacket, and dress shoes with socks.

Dancing:
e No inappropriate dancing

e Chaperones have the authority to ask dancers to sit out if dancing
IS inappropriate

Arrival/Departure Times:

e Students have a maximum of 45 minutes to arrive after the start
of the dance

e Students must stay until the end of the dance - if they leave early,
they cannot return

Food/Beverages:

e No outside food or beverages are allowed to be brought to the
dance

e No drugs or alcohol allowed
e No smoking
e No weapons of any kind
